In order to minimise the risks of bribery and corruption the 
 RWE AG  Group has implemented a compliance management system with designated Compliance Officers in all 
Group companies. 

The company's Procurement Terms and Conditions also require all suppliers to comply with the RWE  AG Group 
 Code of Conduct. The Code of Conduct is consistent with the “Labour standards” set out in the United Nations 
Global Compact, it requires all suppliers both through their own activities and those within their own supply 
chains, to ensure they do not commit any offences of ‘slavery, servitude and forced or compulsory labour’, ‘child 
labour’ or ‘human trafficking’.

Interest 
income on debt securities, where applicable, is recognised in income using the effective interest method.  
 Dividends on equity securities are recognised in income when receivable. 
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1.5 Impairment of tangible and intangible assets 
At each reporting end date, the  company  reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible assets to determine 
whether there is any indication that those assets have suffered an impairment loss. If any such indication 
exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is estimated in order to determine the extent of the impairment 
loss (if any). Where it is not possible to estimate the recoverable amount of an individual asset, the 
 company  estimates the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs. 

Recoverable amount is the higher of fair value less costs to sell and value in use. In assessing value in 
use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that 
reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset for which 
the estimates of future cash flows have not been adjusted. 

If the recoverable amount of an asset (or cash-generating unit) is estimated to be less than its carrying 
amount, the carrying amount of the asset (or cash-generating unit) is reduced to its recoverable amount. An 
impairment loss is recognised immediately in profit or loss, unless the relevant asset is carried at a 
revalued amount, in which case the impairment loss is treated as a revaluation decrease. 

Where an impairment loss subsequently reverses, the carrying amount of the asset (or cash-generating 
unit) is increased to the revised estimate of its recoverable amount, but so that the increased carrying 
amount does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined had no impairment loss 
been recognised for the asset (or cash-generating unit)  in  prior years. A reversal of an impairment loss is 
recognised immediately in profit or loss, unless the relevant asset is carried at a revalued amount, in which 
case the reversal of the impairment loss is treated as a revaluation increase. 

1.6 Cash and cash equivalents 
Cash and cash equivalents include cash in hand, deposits held at call with banks, other short-term liquid 
investments with original maturities of three months or less. 

1.7 Financial assets 
Financial assets are recognised in the company's statement of financial position when the company 
becomes party to the contractual provisions of the instrument. Financial assets are classified into specified 
categories, depending on the nature and purpose of the financial assets. 

At initial recognition, financial assets classified as fair value through profit and loss are measured at fair 
value and any transaction costs are recognised in profit or loss. Financial assets not classified as fair value 
through profit and loss are initially measured at fair value plus transaction costs.  

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss 
Financial assets are classified as held at amortised cost or at fair value through other comprehensive 
income unless conditions for classification as such are not met, in which case financial assets are classified 
as measured at fair value through profit or loss. Financial assets measured at fair value through profit or 
loss are recognised initially at fair value and any transaction costs are recognised in profit or loss when 
incurred. A gain or loss on a financial asset measured at fair value through profit or loss is recognised in 
profit or loss, and is included within finance income or finance costs in the statement of income for the 
reporting period in which it arises. 
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Financial assets held at amortised cost 
Financial instruments are classified as financial assets measured at amortised cost where the objective is 
to hold these assets in order to collect contractual cash flows, and the contractual cash flows are solely 
payments of principal and interest. They arise principally from the provision of goods and services to 
customers (eg trade receivables). They are initially recognised at fair value plus transaction costs directly 
attributable to their acquisition or issue, and are subsequently carried at amortised cost using the effective 
interest rate method, less provision for impairment where necessary. 

Financial assets at fair value through other comprehensive income 
Debt instruments are classified as financial assets measured at fair value through other comprehensive 
income where the financial assets are held within the company’s business model whose objective is 
achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows and selling financial assets, and the contractual terms of 
the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and 
interest on the principal amount outstanding. 

A debt instrument measured at fair value through other comprehensive income is recognised initially at fair 
value plus transaction costs directly attributable to the asset. After initial recognition, each asset is 
measured at fair value, with changes in fair value included in other comprehensive income. Accumulated 
gains or losses recognised through other comprehensive income are directly transferred to profit or loss 
when the debt instrument is derecognised. 

The company has made an irrevocable election to recognise changes in fair value of investments in equity 
instruments through other comprehensive income, not through profit or loss. A gain or loss from fair value 
changes will be shown in other comprehensive income and will not be reclassified subsequently to profit or 
loss. Equity instruments measured at fair value through other comprehensive income are recognised 
initially at fair value plus transaction cost directly attributable to the asset. After initial recognition, each 
asset is measured at fair value, with changes in fair value included in other comprehensive income. 
Accumulated gains or losses recognised through other comprehensive income are directly transferred to 
retained earnings when equity instrument is derecognised or its fair value substantially decreased. 
Dividends are recognised as finance income in profit or loss. 

Impairment of financial assets 
Financial assets, other than those  measured  at fair value through profit or loss, are assessed for indicators 
of impairment at each reporting end date. 

Financial assets are impaired where there is objective evidence that, as a result of one or more events that 
occurred after the initial recognition of the financial asset, the estimated future cash flows of the investment 
have been affected. 

Derecognition of financial assets 
Financial assets are derecognised only when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the asset expire, 
or when it transfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership to another 
entity.

instrument. 

Financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are stated at fair value with any gains or losses arising 
on remeasurement recognised in profit or  loss . 

Other financial liabilities 
Other financial liabilities, including borrowings , t rade payables and other short-term monetary liabilities, are 
initially measured at fair value net of transaction costs   directly attributable to the issuance of the financial 
liability. They are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method .  For the 
purposes of each financial liability, interest expense includes initial transaction costs and any premium 
payable on redemption, as well as any interest or coupon payable while the liability is outstanding. 

Derecognition of financial liabilities 
Financial liabilities are derecognised when, and only when, the  company’s  obligations are discharged, 
cancelled, or they expire. 

1.9 Taxation 
The tax expense for the period comprises current and deferred tax. Tax is recognised in the income 
statement, except to the extent that it relates to items recognised in other comprehensive income. In this 
case, the tax is also recognised in other comprehensive income. 

Current tax 
The current income tax charge is calculated on the basis of the laws enacted or substantively enacted at 
the balance sheet date in the countries where the company operates and generates taxable income. 

Deferred tax 
Deferred income tax is recognised on temporary differences arising between the tax bases of assets and 
liabilities and their carrying amounts in the financial statements. Deferred income tax is determined using 
tax rates and laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the statement of financial position 
date and are expected to apply when the related deferred income tax asset is realised or the deferred 
income tax liability is settled. 

Deferred income tax assets are recognised only to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits 
will be available against which the temporary differences can be utilised. 

Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are offset when there is a legally enforceable right to offset 
current tax assets against current tax liabilities and when the deferred income tax assets and liabilities 
relate to income taxes levied by the same taxation authority on either the same taxable entity or different 
taxable entities where there is an intention to settle the balance on a net basis.

On 11 March 2020, the World Health Organisation declared a global pandemic in respect of the outbreak of 
COVID-19. Governments in affected areas have imposed a number of measures designed to contain the 
outbreak, including business closures, travel and work restrictions, stay at home orders and cancellations 
of gatherings and events. The spread of COVID-19 has resulted in an economic downturn in the UK and 
the global economy more widely, as well as causing increased volatility and declines in financials and 
electricity markets. If the pandemic is prolonged, or further diseases emerge that give rise to similar effects, 
the adverse impact on the global economy could be deepened and result in further declines in financial and 
electricity market.  

Restrictions in the UK have been slowly eased whilst the rate of infection has stabilised. To date, the 
company has not seen a material impact on its operations as a result of COVID-19. Given the contracted 
and stable nature of the revenue and cost profiles of the company’s subsidiaries  ,  and the favourable 
outlook of the UK renewables generation sector, no material impact from COVID-19 is expected on the 
carrying value of the investments in subsidiaries .  The company’s crisis management teams and business 
continuity plans have responded swiftly and effectively to the outbreak of COVID-19 and continue to 
monitor the risks to the business. 

On 30 June 2020, RWE AG, through its subsidiaries, acquired the renewable energy division of innogy SE, 
including the entire shareholding of RWE Renewables UK Holdings Limited (formerly Innogy Renewables 
UK Holdings Limited). After this date, the ultimate parent company was no longer E.ON SE but was RWE
