I refer to your email below. 

  

The Government has a Water Preferred Policy for the movement of Abnormal Loads.  We 

therefore request that the wind farm pieces are transported to the nearest port, which in this 

case would be Tilbury.  We would request that the use of Tilbury is further investigated. 

  

I acknowledge the comments stated in the report concerning the suitability of the route 

from Tilbury and the issues regarding congestion on the M25 and the bridge heights.  In 

order to mitigate the impact on congestion, the Highways Agency encourages movements 

during night time hours as a practical way to to reduce the disruption to other road 

users.   In regards to the bridge height issues - wherever possible, loads should not exceed 

4.95m in height so that the maximum use of motorway and trunk road network can be 

utilised and this is applicable to all routes.   

  

The Abnormal Loads team is unable to confirm the suitability of the proposed routes at 

this stage.  The agreed route would be consulted on with the relevant authorities (HA area 

teams, Police, Local Highway Authorities and structure owners) when the Special Order 

application is submitted to us.  A Special Order is required for loads in excess of 30m long, 

6.1m wide and 150 tonnes gross weight.  A permit is also required if loads exceed 5m in 

width.  We require 8 weeks notice to issue permits and would need specific load and 

vehicle details.  

  

At this early stage I suggest that the developer check the negotiability of the proposed 

routes directly with the relevant authorities (including Highways Agency Managing 

Agents for each area) 

  

I hope that you will find this useful and I am happy to discuss any issues further.

In 2006 the Highways Agency Abnormal Loads Department (HA) was consulted on the proposals 
for a new wind farm development called Nun Wood Wind Farm, situated between Bozeat and 
Lavendon on the borders of Bedfordshire, Northamptonshire and Milton Keynes.  The previous 
scheme was for 16 wind turbines, although this has now been reduced to 12 turbines for the 
current proposals.   A redline boundary of the site is attached for reference.   
  
For the original planning application in 2006, stakeholders, the highways agency and highway 
authorities advised on the most suitable local and national routes that could be used for abnormal 
loads i.e. very large delivery vehicles.  Two local routes from the north and the south of the site 
were identified for vehicles delivering materials, as well as three national routes to the site from 
coastal ports, for the delivery of turbine components.  Of the three national routes, a preferred 
route was chosen, and mitigation measures identified for this and the two local routes.  I have 
attached details of the routes and mitigation measures identified for the abnormal load routes.   
  
I ask if you could review the routes and roads/junctions identified for mitigation, that were 
previously based on advise provided by the HA (for the roads and junctions within your control 
only).  A revised planning application is due to be submitted for the wind farm proposals in early 
August, of which is identical to the original application, apart from a reduction in turbines proposed 
(16 to 12).  It is therefore considered that the information previously provided on abnormal load 
routing would remain unchanged, although I have drafted this email to allow you to review this 
information and comment if required.     
  
Due to the tight timescales for updating the report in time for an August planning application, if you 
could provide comments (if any) as soon as possible, it would be appreciated.  I am intending to 
give you a call in the next few days to check that you have received this information, and to answer 
any questions you may have.
